Objective:   Knowing the Law of conservation of Energy the student is expected to investigate methods of thermal energy transfer specifically radiation using a radiometer.
Name of Lab:
Radiometer study




Timeframe: 40 min.
Materials: 
Vase with water

Procedure:

1. Place the radiometer on a shelf in dark room. Estimate how fast the vanes are spinning.
Place hand in front of bulb of radiometer and record how much heat you felt.

2. Place radiometer on shelf with indirect sunlight record speed of vane. Place hand in front of bulb and record heat you felt and record.

3. Place radiometer on shelf in bright sunlight. Estimate speed and record. Place hand in front of bulb and record what you feel.
4.  Place a bright, incandescent lamp on the table and hold radiometer close to lamp. Observe the speed of vane. Place your hand between lamp and radiometer. Estimate amount of heat felt and record.

5. Now, Place a cylinder of water so all light must pass through the water before hitting the radiometer.  Estimate the speed of vanes. Now hold your hand between the water and radiometer and record the amount of heat that you feel.
